Elements of art:  Basic visual symbols of the language of art

· LINE:  a continuous mark made on a surface with a pointed tool or implied by the edges of shapes and forms

· Descriptive line: outlines, contours, hatching & cross hatching

· Implied line: edges, closure, lines of sight

· Abstract line: line personalities

· Vertical= strong & powerful

· Horizontal= calm & relaxed

· Diagonal= tense, uncomfortable

· Curved= graceful, flowing movement

· Zigzag= action & excitement

· SHAPE, FORM, SPACE: related to a sense of movement

· Shape: an area clearly set off by one or more of the elements

· Geometric= man made

· Organic= found in nature

· Form: has the added dimension of depth making it 3D

· Space: How to make depth on a 2D surface

· Overlap= one object partially hidden behind another

· Size Relationship= objects recede (get smaller) as they go into the distance

· Placement= close objects go at the bottom of the picture plane, far away objects move toward the top of the plane

· Detail= close objects have more detail than those farther away

· Value & Color= as objects move into the distance their color dulls, and the value is not as crisp

· Perspective= 1, 2, 3 Point perspective- an illusion of depth on a 2 dimensional surface

· VALUE: The lightness or darkness of an object

· Four techniques
· Hatching & Crosshatching

· Shading

· Blending 

· Stippling

· TEXTURE: The way an object feels or appears to feel- relates to the sense of touch

· Real- actual materials added

· Simulated- drawn in such a way to imply texture

· COLOR
· Color Wheel
· Primary colors= red, yellow, blue

· Secondary colors= mix of two primaries

· Intermediate colors= mix of one primary and one secondary

· Color Theories
· Monochromatic= one color plus that colors tints and shades

· Analogous= three colors next to each other on the color wheel plus their tints and shades

· Complementary= two opposite colors plus their tints and shades

· Triad= three equidistant colors plus their tints and shades

· Warm= reds, yellows, oranges

· Cool= blues, greens, purples
